Students will be given a course selection form and course catalogue to guide
them in choosing next year’s classes. The students will be asked to enter their course selections into
our school information system, Aeries-ABI. In order to do this, the student must have already
created an Aeries-ABI account (see above).



By February 21, please make sure you and your child have discussed next year’s course selection and
that you have signed the course request form. Between February 21 and February 29, the counselors
will provide individual course selection counseling for students in religious studies classes and collect
registration forms. Students are required to have their signed course selection form at that time, and
also to have entered their course choices into Aeries-ABI. If you have any questions about your
child’s classes, please contact your student’s counselor.

Quialifying Tests for 2012-2013 Honors and Advanced Placement Courses

In order to enroll in honors and Advanced Placement classes for the 2012-2013 school year, some
students will be required to take a qualifying/placement test. In general, this would be for students
who are currently in a college-prep level course in math, language, English, or social studies, but
would like to take an honors or AP course next year. There are also some honors and AP classes for
which all students are required to take a qualifying test, and others in which no test is given and
placement is based on grades and teacher recommendations. Prerequisite grades and other
requirements for specific courses are detailed in the NDHS Course Catalogue. Information about
testing will be communicated to students in classrooms, through the morning announcements, and
signs posted on campus. Questions about the testing process should be directed either to the
appropriate counselor or the department chairperson.

Please note that the college codes used on the FAFSA are not the same as the
College Board SAT or ACT codes. Be advised that www.fafsa.com is not connected to the
Department of Education FAFSA website and will levy a charge to submit the FAFSA.

For Students to Leave During the School Day

If you child needs to leave school for any reason during the day, send a note with your child to take
to the Attendance Office first thing in the morning. A phone call may replace a note only in case of
an emergency. The student will be issued an Off-Campus Permit for the time specified in your note.
When the student returns to school, he or she returns the Off-Campus Permit—now signed by the
parent or doctor—to the Attendance Office.

Absences

Call the 24-hour attendance hotline at (818) 990-1856 by 9 AM if your child is absent from school.
You must call each day for multiple-day absences. Upon returning to school, have your child report
to the Attendance Office first thing in the morning with a written note signed by a parent or guardian
acknowledging the absence.

Also, for any other business, please call (818) 933-3623 directly. Thank you for your cooperation.
Unless your child has permission from a dean, he or she must be present on campus for two full class
periods (blocks) to participate in or attend any school activity or event on that day. Failure to abide by
this rule will result in multiple detention hours.
